Attention All Drivers – Read completely 
to avoid being ticketed or otherwise sanctioned.

Millikin University is not responsible for any damage, 
theft or loss of any vehicle or its contents while it is 
parked anywhere on Millikin University property.!

Millikin student permits shall be a�xed to the inside right 
corner of the front windshield (passenger side).

Parking Regulations & Procedures
All motor vehicles operated or parked on Millikin University property by 
students or University employees must be registered. A motor vehicle is 
defined as an automobile, truck, van, motor scooter, motorcycle or 
other wheeled vehicle propelled by a motor. Bicycles are excluded from 
registration.

A vehicle is properly registered when a current parking decal has been 
permanently a�ixed to the inside lower passenger side of the front 
window or employee hangtag is displayed on the rearview mirror. 
Vehicles may be registered and decals secured from the Public Safety  
O�ice located in Walker Hall. Passes for visitors may be obtained from 
the Public Safety O�ice. Overnight visitors must obtain a visitor’s pass.

The responsibility for finding a legal parking space rests with 
the motor vehicle operator. The University cannot guarantee a 
parking space for each vehicle registered and a lack of space is 
not considered a valid excuse for parking violations.

Parking is prohibited where curbs are painted yellow or where 
“No Parking” signs are posted or painted. Parking is prohibited 
at these locations 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Certain other 
areas are also restricted, such as the Arrival Court and spaces 
reserved for visitors, delivery vehicles, disabled and loading 
zones. Vehicles illegally parked in these areas will be towed at 
the owner’s expense.

The Fairview Lot (M11) is located at West Main Street and 
Fairview Avenue. There is no parking between 7:30AM and noon 
on Sunday as well as no overnight parking from 2AM-5AM 
Monday through Sunday.

The Decatur Indoor Sports Center (DISC) lot (M10) is located 
East of the DISC. Only authorized permits (F) may park 
overnight in the lot.
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Parking Permits
Prices for decals depend on University status. 
All fees shall be paid through Student Financial Services.

Parking decals are issued and restricted as follows:

General Regulations
Each person operating a motor vehicle on Millikin University 
property is responsible for obeying University rules and 
regulations, City of Decatur tra�ic ordinances, and laws of the 
State of Illinois regulating tra�ic and the use of motor vehicles.

Pedestrians must be given the right-of-way at all times. Motor 
vehicles must stop when a pedestrian is present in a crosswalk. 

The maximum rate of speed on campus shall not exceed 
fifteen (15) miles per hour.

All vehicle-related accidents occurring on University property 
involving one or more moving vehicles must be reported to the 
Public Safety O�ice. All accidents involving injury to a person 
must be reported to Millikin Public Safety. 

Verbal directions regarding tra�ic and parking directions given 
by a Public Safety representative or any authorized University 
o�icial take priority over normal parking regulations.

Reckless vehicle operation may result in a conduct violation 
review by the Dean of Student Development or Human 
Resources.

All vehicles must be parked within the marked lines of a 
parking space. Failure to park within the lined space is a 
violation.

No person shall park upon University property for the purpose 
of washing, servicing, selling, storing or repairing a vehicle 
except for emergency repairs. In such situations, the Public 
Safety O�ice must be notified.

Driving or parking a motorized vehicle on campus sidewalks, 
crosswalks, entrance ways, grass or obstructing other vehicles 
may result in a fined violation. (Note: This may not apply to 
authorized University employees while in the performance of 
their duties. A tra�ic cone, lights or other signs of such service 
should indicate such University vehicles.) 

All persons driving a Millikin University-owned motor vehicle 
must successfully complete the University Driver’s Safety 
Program. Operation of University vehicles without successfully 
completing the program and/or failure to comply with Driver 
Safety Rules and Procedures may result in a fine. (Note: 
Contact the Public Safety O�ice for information on the Driver’s 
Safety Program).

The University reserves the right to tow or impound any vehicle 
for the following reasons which include but are not restricted 
to: abandoned vehicles, safety hazards, repeat o�enders of 
parking regulations and failure to comply with o�icial requests 
to move a vehicle from a reserved space. The owner of such 
vehicles is responsible for all costs involved.

The campus- and University-owned property are considered 
tow-away zones.

Permits Blue: Hang tag designation for Administration, Faculty 
and Sta�. Use Lots designated A or C.

Permits: C Permits are available to all students who live 
"o�-campus" as defined by the O�ice of Residence Life. Students 
living in approved "a�iliate" housing, such as The Woods at Millikin 
Apartments (1135 W. Wood) or Fraternity/Sorority houses, may NOT 
obtain a "C" decal.
